Parents and potential youth auditioners should read the following information before deciding to audition. 
Character Description: Young Jane/Adèle (she/her) – Any ethnicity. Jane Eyre at 10 years old. Intelligent and inquisitive. Also plays Adèle, who speaks with a French accent. 
1.  Returning Safely Policy

All people who enter the Citadel Theatre are required to show proof of vaccination. All actors (including children) must be fully vaccinated before rehearsal starts for this production.

2. The Commitment
Age range: 10-13 years old
Actors must be available for the following dates:

Rehearsal: In the rehearsal hall from February 22 to March 13. 
The rehearsal week is Tuesday to Sunday from 10:00 am to 6:00 pm. Actors will not be called for the entire time, but must be available to come if needed. 

Technical (on-stage) Rehearsal: From March 15 to 19. 
These are intense days of rehearsing and performing, potentially lasting from noon to ten o’clock. 

Run of the show: March 19 to April 10.
Eight performances per week, Tuesday to Sunday with matinees on some school days.
3. Read the FAQ for Youth actors
While we try to ensure that Citadel Theatre auditions are a rewarding experience for all actors, it is each parent’s responsibility to ensure your child understands that an audition or callback is not a guarantee they will be offered a role. Directors base their choices on many factors including age and height. NOTE: we only accept audition requests from parents/legal guardians. 4. If you would like to have your child audition:

1) Submit your request to auditions@citadeltheatre.com with “Young Jane Audition” in the subject line. 

2) Obtain and fill in the audition application form, which can be downloaded from the Citadel website or requested from auditions@citadeltheatre.com
3) Attach the application and staple it to a short resume of his/her relevant theatre experience and a recent photo of the child (a cell phone photo is just fine).
4) Bring the audition package to the Citadel when your child comes to audition.
5. The Audition Dates and Deadlines
· The audition date for Young Jane is Monday, December 13. The deadline to apply is Monday, December 6.
· Not all people who send in an audition application will be seen. Those the director wants to see will be sent information about what to prepare, given a time, date and location for the audition.
· Everyone who auditions will be notified about the director’s casting choices. Some youth actors may be asked for a callback and will be given further information at that time. 
6. Working with Citadel Theatre
